An authorization for the medical use of marijuana does not provide protection from arrest unless the patient and
designated provider, if any, are entered into the medical marijuana authorization database and hold a recognition card.

An authorized patient or designated provider may not:

+ Sell, donate, or otherwise supply the patient’s marijuana to another person.

* Use or display marijuana in a manner or place that is open to the view of the general public.

s Grow, possess, or use marijuana on federal property.

* Grow more than 15 plants in any one housing unit even if multiple qualifying patients or designated providers
reside in the housing unit.

s Grow, store, produce, or process marijuana or marijuana-infused products if any portion of such activity can be
readily seen by normal unaided vision or readily smelled from a public place or the private property of another
housing unit.

The patient and designated provider, if any, must obtain individual authorizations from the authorizing healthcare
practitioner. It is not sufficient for the designated provider to possess a copy of the patient’s authorization.

Beer/Wine Gift Delivery License

Description of the Issue

The purpose of this Issue Paper is to request approval from the Board to file

proposed rules (CR 102) creating a new section in Chapter 314-03 WAC Allowed
Activities.

Why is rule making necessary?

The Beer/Wine Gift Delivery license allows a business that is primarily engaged
in the retail sale of gifts or flowers to deliver beer and/or wine in bottles or
original packages. The beer or wine must be delivered in conjunction with the
gifts or flowers. Many of the orders are placed via the internet. The board has
in the past allowed internet sales for holders of this license but there are
currently no rules that outline the requirements for this practice. Becky Smith,
Licensing Director, has asked for an interim policy and rules to outline the
requirements for internet sales and delivery of beer and wine.

What changes are being proposed?

New Section. WAC 314-03-040 Consumer orders, internet sales, and
delivery for beer and/or wine gift delivery licenses. Created a new rule
clarifying the requirements for a beer and/or wine gift delivery licensee to sell
over the internet and delivery beer and wine to their customers.

CR 102 B/W Gift Delivery 1 12/16/15
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NEW SECTION

WAC 314-03-040 Consumer orders, internet sales, and delivery for
beer and/or wine gift delivery licenses. A beer and/or wine gift de-
livery licensee may accept orders for beer or wine from, and deliver
beer or wine to, customers.

(1) Resale. Liquor shall not be for resale.

(2) Stock location. Liquor must come directly from a licensed re-
tail location.

(3) How to place an order. Liquor may be ordered in person at a
licensed location, by mail, telephone or internet, or by other similar
methods.

(4) Sales and payment.

(a) Only a licensee or a licensee"s direct employees may accept
and process orders and payments. A contractor may not do so on behalf
of a licensee, except for transmittal of payment through a third-party
service. A third-party service may not solicit customer business on
behalft of a licensee.

(b) All orders and payments shall be fully processed before lig-
uor transfers ownership or, in the case of delivery, leaves a licensed
premises.

(c) Payment method. Payment methods include, but are not limited
to: Cash, credit or debit card, check or money order, electronic funds
transfer, or an existing prepaid account. An existing prepaid account
may not have a negative balance.

(d) Internet. To sell liquor via the internet, a new license ap-
plicant must request internet-sales privileges in his or her applica-
tion. An existing licensee must notify the board prior to beginning
internet sales. A corporate entity representing multiple stores may
notify the board in a single letter on behalf of affiliated licensees,
as long as the liquor license numbers of all licensee locations uti-
lizing internet sales privileges are clearly identified.

(5) Delivery location. Delivery shall be made only to a residence
or business that has an address recognized by the United States postal
service; however, the board may grant an exception to this rule at its
discretion. A residence includes a hotel room, a motel room, or other
similar lodging that temporarily serves as a residence.

(6) Hours of delivery. Liquor may be delivered each day of the
week between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 2:00 a.m. Delivery must be
fully completed by 2:00 a.m.

(7) Age requirement.

(a) Per chapter 66.44 RCW, any person under twenty-one years of
age 1s prohibited from purchasing, delivering, or accepting delivery
of liquor.

(b) A delivery person must verify the age of the person accepting
delivery before handing over liquor.

(c) If no person twenty-one years of age or older is present to
accept a liquor order at the time of delivery, the liquor shall be re-
turned.

(8) Intoxication. Delivery of liquor is prohibited to any person
who shows signs of intoxication.

(9) Containers and packaging.

(a) Individual units of liquor must be factory sealed in bottles,
cans or other like packaging. Delivery of growlers, jugs or other sim-
ilar, nonfactory sealed containers is prohibited. For the purposes of
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this subsection, "factory sealed”™ means that a unit iIs in one hundred
percent resalable condition, with all manufacturer®s seals intact.

(b) The outermost surface of a liquor package, delivered by a
third party, must have language stating that:

(i) The package contains liquor;

(i1) The recipient must be twenty-one years of age or older; and

(ii1) Delivery to intoxicated persons is prohibited.

(10) Required information.

(a) Records and files shall be retained at the licensed premises.
Each delivery sales record shall include the following:

i) Name of the purchaser;

(i1) Name of the person who accepts delivery;

(if1) Street addresses of the purchaser and the delivery loca-
tion; and

(iv) Time and date of purchase and delivery.

(b) A private carrier must obtain the signature of the person who
receives liquor upon delivery.

(c) A sales record does not have to include the name of the de-
livery person, but it is encouraged.

(11) Web site requirements. When selling over the internet, all
web site pages associated with the sale of liquor must display a li-
censee"s registered trade name.

(12) Accountability. A licensee shall be accountable for all de-
liveries of liquor made on its behalf.

(13) Violations. The board may impose administrative enforcement
action upon a licensee, or suspend or revoke a licensee"s delivery
privileges, or any combination thereof, should a licensee violate any
condition, requirement or restriction.

Marijuana Rules to Implement 2015 Legislation

Description of the Issue

The purpose of this Issue Paper is to request approval from the Board to file
proposed rules (Supplemental CR 102) to implement 2015 marijuana legislation
in Chapter 314-55 WAC Marijuana Licenses, Application Process,
Requirements and Reporting.

Why is rule making necessary?
New rules and revisions to current rules are needed to implement the following
legislation that passed during the 2015 legislative session:

e 2ESSHB 2136 Marijuana Market Reform
e 2SSB 5052 Cannabis Patient Protection Act

A CR 102 with proposed rules was originally filed with the Code Reviser’s Office
on September 23, 2015. Six public hearings were held around the state to obtain
input from stakeholders on the proposed rules. The board received many
thoughtful comments from our stakeholders. After reviewing the comments the
rulemaking group feels that revisions to the proposed rules are needed based on
the comments we received at the public hearings.

What changes are being proposed?
Amended Section. WAC 314-55-010 Definitions. Revised definition of

“applicant”, “employee”, and “WSLCB”, and added definitions for “cooperative”,
“licensed premises”, “medical marijuana”, and “plant”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-015 General information about
marijuana licenses. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”. Added
language to clarify no one under 21 years of age is allowed to enter or remain on
a marijuana licensed premises with the exception in RCW 69.50.357. Added
language that a marijuana processor licensed premises where marijuana infused
edibles are produced must be constructed, kept, and maintained in a clean and
sanitary condition.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-018 Prohibited practices — Money
advances — contracts — Gifts — Rebates, etc. Clarified prohibited practices
between marijuana licensees. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

CR 102 — MJ Rules to implement 2015 leg 1 9/23/15
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Amended Section. WAC 314-55-020 Marijuana license qualifications
and application process. Added language regarding posting notices for
marijuana applications. Clarifies the priority system for marijuana applications.
Included the department of labor and industries and the employment security
department to the list of state agencies an applicant must have a history of
paying taxes and fees. Removed the six month residency requirement for
financiers. Added a requirement that applicants must include Employee
Compensation and Benefits Data in the operating plan. Changed the name of
the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-035 What persons or entities have to
qualify for a marijuana license? Removed financiers from the list of true
party of interest. Added language requiring a licensee to disclose any financiers
and true parties of interest to the WSLCB. The WSLCB must approve the funds
prior to investment in the marijuana business.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-040 What criminal history might
prevent a marijuana license applicant from receiving or keeping a
marijuana license? Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-045 What marijuana law or rule
violation history might prevent an applicant from receiving a marijuana
license? Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-050 Reasons the WSLCB may seek
denial, suspension, or cancellation of a marijuana license application or
license. Added language regarding the allowance of cities or counties to adjust
the buffer zone for marijuana licenses by local ordinance. Changed the name of
the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-070 Process if the WSLCB denies a
marijuana license application? Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-075 What is a marijuana producer
license and what are the requirements and fees related to a marijuana
producer license? Added language requiring an outdoor grow to be physically
separated at least 20 feet from another licensed outdoor grow and they cannot
share common walls or fences. Removed the maximum amount of plant canopy.
This will be imposed at a later date. Changed the name of the board to
“WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-077 What is a marijuana processor
license and what are the requirements and fees related to a marijuana
processor license? Added language that marijuana infused edible solid or

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liquid products must prominently display on the label the official “Mr. Yuk” sticker
which includes the Poison control Center name and phone number. Added
language that marijuana infused products that require cooking or baking by the
consumer are prohibited. Added language that allows a currently licensed
producer licensee to add a processor license at the location of their producer
license. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-079 What is a marijuana retailer
license and what are the requirements and fees related to a marijuana
retailer license? Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

New Section. WAC 314-55-080 Medical marijuana endorsement.
Created a new rule to clarify the requirements for a medical marijuana
endorsement.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-081 Who can apply for a marijuana
retailer license? Added language that explains how the number of retail
locations will be determined. Removed the language regarding a lottery.
Removed the 30-day application window language. Included language that the
board will publish on its website the number of retail locations determined by the
board. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-082 Insurance requirements. Clarified
additional insured. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-083 What are the security
requirements for a marijuana licensee. Clarified information required on
employee identification badges. Clarified when plants must be physically tagged
and tracked individually. Clarified the ID number generated by the traceability
system required for all marijuana of any kind to be used to track the product.
Removed the language on samples from this rule. Changed the name of the
board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-084 Production of marijuana. Added
products prohibited for use in the growing of marijuana.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-085 What are the transportation
requirements for a marijuana licensee? Added language on who is allowed
to transport product. All drivers and/or occupants must be at least 21 years of
age. All marijuana , products, and samples must be tagged during transport.
Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-086 What are the mandatory signs a
marijuana licensee must pot on a licensed premises? Added language
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indicating mandatory signs for a medical marijuana retailer. Changed the name
of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55- 087 What are the recordkeeping
requirements for a marijuana licensee? Added examples of employee
records. Added records for any marijuana products provided free of charge to
qualifying patients or designated providers. Changed the name of the board to
“WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-089 What are the tax and reporting
requirements for marijuana licensees? Revised the rule to indicate
producers and processors are required to submit monthly reports but are not
required to pay marijuana excise tax. Changed the amount of marijuana excise
tax a retailer must pay. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-092 What if a marijuana licensee fails
to report or pay, or reports or pays late? Changed the name of the board
to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-095 Marijuana servings and
transaction limitations. Added language addressing serving and transaction
limitations for qualifying patients and designated providers who are entered into
the medical marijuana database.

New Section. WAC 314-55-096 Samples. Moved language on samples
from WAC 314-55-083 to this new section. Includes all requirements for samples
and transportation of samples. Increased the sample amount. Included a
subsection on addressing “education sampling” by retail licensees sales staff.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-097 Marijuana waste disposal—Liquids
and solids. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-099 Standardized scales. Corrected the
WAC reference.

New Section. WAC 314-55-101 Sampling protocols. Clarified sampling
protocols for marijuana producers, marijuana processors, and certified third-
party labs.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-102 Quality assurance testing. Added
language regarding action that will be taken by WSLCB against any certified
third-party lab that fails to comply with the provisions of this section or falsifies
records related to this section. Removed language that processors have 30 days
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after the certified third-party lab submits the results to process the lot. Removed
re-testing after 30 days t. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-103 Good laboratory practice
checklist. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-104 Marijuana processor license
extraction requirements. Added additional requirements for extraction
equipment and the certification document for the equipment. Changed the
name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-105 Packaging and labeling
requirements. Added language that hash marks on a bottle of marijuana
infused liquor edible product does not qualify as a measuring device.
Reorganized the rule to not repeat the accompanying material requirement for
each type of product and clearly identified what is required on all labels for each
type of marijuana product. Added language for label requirements for packages
containing marijuana extract for inhalation or infused marijuana mix and
marijuana topicals. Removed the sample label mock ups. Changed the name of
the board to “WSLCB”.

New Section. WAC 314-55-107 Marijuana product compliance. Added
language that clarifies that a marijuana compliant product must meet all
department of health requirements in Chapter 246-70 WAC as well as the WSLCB
requirements in Chapter 314-55 WAC.

New Section. WAC 314-55-110 What are my responsibilities as a
marijuana licensee? Added language to clarify the responsibilities of a
marijuana licensee.

New Section. WAC 314-55-115 What method of payment can a
marijuana licensee use to purchase marijuana? Added language to clarify
the forms of payment a marijuana licensee can use to purchase marijuana.
Included requirements for transactions using a money transmitter.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-120 Ownership changes. Added
language clarifying accepting additional funds from a new or previously approved
financier requires an Added Financier application and fee. Changed the name of
the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-130 Change of business name. Clarified
language. Changed the word “you” to “their” in reference to licensees.
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Amended Section. WAC 314-55-135 Discontinue marijuana sales.
Clarified language. Changed the work “you” to “their” in f=reference to
licensees. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-140 Death or incapacity of a marijuana
licensee. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-147 What hours may a marijuana
retailer licensee conduct sales? Added marijuana concentrates to items a
marijuana licensee may sell.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-155 Advertising. Added language
allowing 2 signs identifying the retail outlet by the licensee’s business name or
trade name. Signs must be affixed to the building or permanent structure.
Signs are limited to 1600 square inches each. Added marijuana concentrates to
the list of items that must meet the advertising requirements. Branded and
unbranded promotional items are banned. Marijuana retailers holding a medical
marijuana endorsement may donate product to a qualifying patient or designate
provider holding a valid recognition card but they may not advertise “free” or
“donated” product.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-160 Objections to marijuana license
applications. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-165 Objections to marijuana license
renewals. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

New Section. WAC 314-55-185 Does the WSLCB have the right to
inspect my premises or vehicle licensed to product, process, sell or
transport marijuana? Created a rule to clarify the rights of WSLCB
enforcement officers to inspect licensed premises and vehicles used for
transport.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-200 How will the WSLCB identify
marijuana, useable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana
infused products during checks of licensed businesses? Added marijuana
concentrates to this rule. Changed the name of the board to “WSLCB”.

Amended Section. WAC 314-55-210 Will the WSLCB seize or confiscate
marijuana, marijuana concentrates, useable marijuana, and marijuana
infused products? Clarified that the WSLCB may destroy in addition to seizing
or confiscating marijuana, marijuana concentrates, useable marijuana, or
marijuana infused products. Added marijuana concentrates to the list. Added
language that an administrative search or inspection could not only take place at
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a licensed location, but also areas of unlicensed locations used for business or
commercial purposes. The WSLCB may destroy any marijuana, marijuana
concentrates, useable marijuana, and/or marijuana infused product that is not
identifiable through the Washington marijuana traceability system or otherwise in
a form that is not compliant with Washington’s marijuana statures or rules.

WAC 314-55-010 Definitions. Following are definitions for the
purpose of this chapter. Other definitions are in RCW 69.50.101.

(1) "Applicant”™ or "marijuana license applicant’” means any person
or business entity who is considered by the ((beard)) WSLCB as a true
party of 1iInterest iIn a marijuana Hlicense, as outlined in WAC
314-55-035. However, for purposes of determining an application®s pri-
ority under RCW 69.50.331 (1)(a)., only the person or business entity
that is applying for the license will be considered the applicant.

(2) "Batch™ means a quantity of marijuana-infused product con-
taining material from one or more lots of marijuana.

(3) "Business name'™ or "trade name"™ means the name of a licensed
business as used by the licensee on signs and advertising.

(4) "Child care center'” means an entity that regularly provides
child day care and early learning services for a group of children for
periods of less than twenty-four hours licensed by the Washington
state department of early learning under chapter 170-295 WAC.

(5) "Consultant™ means an expert who provides advice or services
in a particular field, whether a fee is charged or not. A consultant
who is in receipt of, or has the right to receive, a percentage of the
gross or net profit from the licensed business during any full or par-
tial calendar or fiscal year is a true party of iInterest and subject
to the requirements of WAC 314-55-035. A consultant who exercises any
control over an applicant®s or licensee®s business operations is also
subject to the requirements of WAC 314-55-035(4).

(6) ''Cooperative” means a group of more than one, but no more
than four qualified medical marijuana patients and/or designated pro-
viders who share responsibility for growing and processing marijuana
only for the medical use of the members of the cooperative.

(7) "Domicile” means a person®s true, fixed, primary permanent
home and place of habitation and the tax parcel on which it is loca-
ted. It is the place where the person intends to remain and to which
the person expects to return when the person leaves without intending
to establish a new domicile elsewhere.

(8) "Elementary school™ means a school for early education that
provides the first four to eight years of basic education and recog-
nized by the Washington state superintendent of public instruction.

(D)) (9 "Employee™ means any person performing services on a
licensed premises for the benefit of the licensee whether or not such
person is compensated by the licensee.

((3))) (10) "Financier™ means any person or entity, other than a
banking iInstitution, that has made or will make an iInvestment in the
licensed business. A financier can be a person or entity that provides
money as a gift, loans money to the applicant/business and expects to
be paid back the amount of the loan with or without iInterest, or ex-
pects any percentage of the profits from the business in exchange for
a loan or expertise.

((®)) (1) "Game arcade™ means an entertainment venue featuring
primarily video games, simulators, and/or other amusement devices
where persons under twenty-one years of age are not restricted.

((&28)) (12) "Intermediate product™ means marijuana flower lots
or other material lots that have been converted by a marijuana pro-
cessor to a marijuana concentrate or marijuana-infused product that
must be further processed prior to retail sale.
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(D)) (A3) "Library"™ means an organized collection of resour-
ces made accessible to the public for reference or borrowing supported
with money derived from taxation.

((>)) (14) "Licensed premises"™ means all areas of a premises
under the legal control of the licensee and all areas immediately ad-
jJacent and available to or used by customers or employees in the con-
duct of business operations. Any vehicle assigned for the purposes of
transporting marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or
marijuana-infused products shall be considered an extension of the li-
censed premises.

(15) "Licensee™ or "marijuana licensee™ means any person or en-
tity that holds a marijuana license, or any person or entity who is a
true party of interest in a marijuana license, as outlined iIn WAC
314-55-035.

((+3))) (16) "Lot"™ means either of the following:

(a) The flowers from one or more marijuana plants of the same
strain. A single lot of flowers cannot weigh more than five pounds; or

(b) The trim, leaves, or other plant matter from one or more mar-
ijuana plants. A single lot of trim, leaves, or other plant matter
cannot weigh more than fifteen pounds.

((&4)) (A7) "Marijuana strain”™ means a pure breed or hybrid va-
riety of Cannabis reflecting similar or identical combinations of
properties such as appearance, taste, color, smell, cannabinoid pro-
file, and potency.

€€S:3))) (18) "Member™ means a principal or governing person of a
given entity, including but not limited to: LLC member/manager, presi-
dent, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, CEO, director, stockhold-
er, partner, general partner, limited partner. This includes all spou-
ses of all principals or governing persons named in this definition
and referenced in WAC 314-55-035.

((26))) (19) "Paraphernalia”™ means items used for the storage or
use of usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or marijuana-infused
products, such as, but not limited to, lighters, roach clips, pipes,
rolling papers, bongs, and storage containers. ltems for growing, cul-
tivating, and processing marijuana, such as, but not limited to, bu-
tane, lights, and chemicals are not considered "paraphernalia.”

((&EH)) (20) "Pesticide™ means, but is not limited to: (a) Any
substance or mixture of substances intended to prevent, destroy, con-
trol, repel, or mitigate any insect, rodent, snail, slug, fungus,
weed, and any other form of plant or animal life or virus, except vi-
rus on or in a living person or other animal which is normally consid-
ered to be a pest; (b) any substance or mixture of substances intended
to be used as a plant regulator, defoliant, or desiccant; and (c) any
spray adjuvant. Pesticides include substances commonly referred to as
herbicides, fungicides, insecticides, and cloning agents.

((38))) (21) "Perimeter™ means a property line that encloses an
area.

((19)) (22) "Plant™ means a marijuana plant.

(23) "Plant canopy'™ means the square footage dedicated to live
plant production, such as maintaining mother plants, propagating
plants from seed to plant tissue, clones, vegetative or flowering
area. Plant canopy does not include areas such as space used for the
storage of fertilizers, pesticides, or other products, quarantine, of-
fice space, etc.

((26))) (24) "Playground™ means a public outdoor recreation area
for children, usually equipped with swings, slides, and other play-
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ground equipment, owned and/or managed by a city, county, state, or
federal government.

(b)) (25) "Public park™ means an area of land for the enjoy-
ment of the public, having facilities for rest and/or recreation, such
as a baseball diamond or basketball court, owned and/or managed by a
city, county, state, federal government, or metropolitan park dis-
trict. Public park does not include trails.

((2>)) (26) "Public transit center™ means a Tacility located
outside of the public right of way that is owned and managed by a
transit agency or city, county, state, or federal government for the
express purpose of staging people and vehicles where several bus or
other transit routes converge. They serve as efficient hubs to allow
bus riders from various locations to assemble at a central point to
take advantage of express trips or other route to route transfers.

((23))) (27) "Recreation center or facility"” means a supervised
center that provides a broad range of activities and events intended
primarily for use by persons under twenty-one years of age, owned
and/or managed by a charitable nonprofit organization, city, county,
state, or federal government.

((24))) (28) "Residence™ means a person®s address where he or
she physically resides and maintains his or her abode.

((25))) (29) "Secondary school”™ means a high and/or middle
school: A school for students who have completed their primary educa-
tion, usually attended by children in grades seven to twelve and rec-
ognized by the Washington state superintendent of public instruction.

(30) "Selling price”™ means the same meaning as in RCW
82.08.010, except that when the product is sold under circumstances
where the total amount of consideration paid for the product is not
indicative of its true value. Selling price means the true value of
the product sold as determined or agreed to by the ((beard)) WSLCB.
For purposes of this subsection:

(32) "WSLCB" means the Washington state liquor and cannabis
board.

WAC 314-55-015 General information about marijuana licenses.
(1) A person or entity must meet certain qualifications to receive a
marijuana Hlicense, which are continuing qualifications iIn order to
maintain the license.
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(2) All applicants and employees working In each licensed estab-
lishment must be at least twenty-one years of age. No one under twen-
ty-one years of age is allowed to enter or remain on a marijuana li-
censed premises except as provided in RCW 69.50.357.

More than one license
could be located in the same building iIf each licensee has their own
area separated by full walls with their own entrance. Product may not
be commingled.

(8) Every marijuana licensee must post and keep posted its li-
cense, or licenses, and any additional correspondence containing con-
ditions and restrictions imposed by the ((beard)) WSLCB in a conspicu-
ous place on the premises.

(9) In approving a marijuana license, the ((beard)) WSLCB re-
serves the right to impose special conditions as to the involvement in
the operations of the licensed business of any former licensees, their
former employees, or any person who does not qualify for a marijuana
license.

(10) A marijuana producer, processor or retailer licensed by the
((beard—shalt)) WSLCB must conduct the production, processing, stor-

age, and sale of marijuana-infused products using sanitary practices

WAC 314-55-020 Marijuana license qualifications and application
process. Each marijuana license application is unique and iInvestiga-
ted individually. The ((beard)) WSLCB may inquire and request docu-
ments regarding all matters in connection with the marijuana license
application. The application requirements for a marijuana license iIn-
clude, but are not necessarily limited to, the following:

(1) Per RCW 69.50.331, the ((beard)) WSLCB shall send a notice to
cities and counties, and may send a notice to tribal governments or
port authorities regarding the marijuana license application. The lo-
cal authority has twenty days to respond with a recommendation to ap-
prove or an objection to the applicant, location, or both.

(a) Not be altered. The licensee must post the sign sent by the
WSLCB without changing, adding, or subtracting from the text;
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(b) Be conspicuously displayed on, or immediately adjacent to,
the premises subject to the application and in the location that is
most likely to be seen by the public;

(c) Be of a size sufficient to ensure that it will be readily
seen by the public, at a minimum these signs must be eight and one-
half by eleven inches;

(d) Be posted within seven business days of the date the notice
is sent to the applicant by the WSLCB; and

(e) The notice must be posted for fourteen consecutive days.

(3) The WSLCB will use a priority system to determine the order
that marijuana retailers are licensed.

(a) First priority is given to applicants who:

(1) Applied to the state liquor and cannabis board for a marijua-
na retail license prior to July 1, 2014. To meet this qualification,
the applicant must provide the WSLCB a copy of the master business li-
cense from department of revenue business licensing service showing
the applicant applied for a retail marijuana license prior to July 1,
2014 ;

(ii1) Operated or were employed by a collective garden before Jan-
uary 1, 2013. To meet this qualification, the applicant must provide
the WSLCB with a copy of the master business from department of reve-
nue business licensing service showing the applicant owned a collec-
tive garden prior to January 1, 2013, or a pay stub or tax information
indicating that the applicant was employed by a collective garden pri-
or to January 1, 2013;

(iii) Have maintained a state business license and municipal
business license, as applicable in the relevant jurisdiction. To meet
this qualification, the applicant must provide the WSLCB a copy of the
master business license from department of revenue business licensing

(iv) Have had a history of paying all applicable state taxes and
fees.

(ii) Have maintained a state business license and municipal busi-
ness license, as applicable in the relevant jurisdiction. To meet this

(2) If a case is pending for an alleged offense that would earn
eight or more points, the ((beard)) WSLCB will hold the application
for the disposition of the case.

(3) The ((board)) WSLCB may not issue a marijuana license to any-
one who has accumulated eight or more points as referenced above. This
is a discretionary threshold and it is further recommended that the
following exceptions to this standard be applied:

(6) The source of funds identified by the applicant to be used
for the acquisition, startup and operation of the business is ques-
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tionable, unverifiable, or determined by the ((beard)) WSLCB to be
gained in a manner which is in violation by law.

(7) Denies the ((beard)) WSLCB or its authorized representative
access to any place where a licensed activity takes place or fails to
produce any book, record or document required by law or ((beard))

(8) Has been denied or had a marijuana license or medical mari-
juana license suspended or canceled in another state or local juris-
diction.

To obscure public view of the
premises, outdoor production must be enclosed by a sight obscure wall
or fence at least eight feet high. Outdoor producers must meet securi-
ty requirements described in WAC 314-55-083. An outdoor grow must be
physically separated at least twenty feet from another licensed out-
door grow. Outdoor grows cannot share common walls or fences.

(2) The application fee for a marijuana producer license iIs two
hundred fifty dollars. The applicant is also responsible for paying
the fees required by the approved vendor for fingerprint evaluation.

(3) The annual fee for issuance and renewal of a marijuana pro-
ducer license is one thousand dollars. The ((beard)) WSLCB will con-
duct random criminal history checks at the time of renewal that will
require the licensee to submit fingerprints for evaluation from the
approved vendor. The licensee will be responsible for all fees re-
quired for the criminal history checks.

(4) The ((beard)) WSLCB will initially limit the opportunity to
apply for a marijuana producer license to a thirty-day calendar window
beginning with the effective date of this section. In order for a mar-
ijuana producer application license to be considered it must be re-
ceived no later than thirty days after the effective date of the rules
adopted by the ((boeard)) WSLCB. The ((beard)) WSLCB may reopen the
marijuana producer application window after the initial evaluation of
the applications received and at subsequent times when the ((beard))
WSLCB deems necessary.

(5) Any entity and/or principals within any entity are limited to
no more than three marijuana producer licenses.

prior to offering these items for sale to a marijuana retailer. The
marijuana processor licensee must submit a picture of the product, la-

beling, and packaging to the ((Hguer—ecoentrol-board)) WSLCB for appro-
val.
IT the ((Hguer—controlboard)) WSLCB denies a marijuana-infused

product for sale In marijuana retail outlets, the marijuana processor
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licensee may request an administrative hearing per chapter 34.05 RCW,
Administrative Procedure Act.

(4) With the exception of the marijuana, all ingredients used in
making marijuana-infused products for oral ingestion must be a commer-
cially manufactured food as defined in WAC 246-215-01115.

(5) Marijuana-infused edible products in solid form must meet the
following requirements:

(a) IT there is more than one serving in the package, each serv-
ing must be packaged individually in childproof packaging (see WAC
314-55-105(7)) and placed in the outer package.

(b) The label must prominently display the number of servings in
the package.

(c) Marijuana-infused solid edible products must be homogenized
to ensure uniform disbursement of cannabinoids throughout the product.

(d) All marijuana-infused solid edibles must prominently display
on the label "This product contains marijuana.""

((5))) (&) All marijuana-infused edible products in solid form
must prominently display the official "Mr. Yuk™ sticker on the label
which includes the Poison Control Center name and phone number.

(6) Marijuana-infused edible products in liquid form must meet
the following requirements:

(a) If there is more than one serving in the package, a measuring
device must be included in the package with the product.

(b) The label must prominently display the number of servings in
the package and the amount of product per serving.

(c) Marijuana-infused liquid edibles must be homogenized to en-
sure uniform disbursement of cannabinoids throughout the product.

(d) All marijuana-infused liquid edibles must prominently display
on the label "This product contains marijuana.’

((68))) (&) All marijuana-infused edible products in liquid form
must prominently display the official "Mr. Yuk'™ sticker on the label
which includes the Poison Control Center name and phone number.

(7) A marijuana processor is limited in the types of food or
drinks they may infuse with marijuana. Marijuana-infused products that
require cooking or baking by the consumer are prohibited. Marijuana-
infused products that are especially appealing to children are pro-
hibited. Marijuana-infused edible products such as, but not limited
to, gummy candies, lollipops, cotton candy, or brightly colored prod-
ucts, are prohibited.

(a) To reduce the risk to public health, potentially hazardous
foods as defined in WAC 246-215-01115 may not be infused with marijua-
na. Potentially hazardous foods require time-temperature control to
keep them safe for human consumption and prevent the growth of patho-
genic microorganisms or the production of toxins. Any food that re-
quires refrigeration, freezing, or a hot holding unit to keep it safe
for human consumption may not be infused with marijuana.

(b) Other food items that may not be infused with marijuana to be
sold in a retail store are:

(i) Any food that has to be acidified to make it shelf stable;

(i1) Food items made shelf stable by canning or retorting;

(if1) Fruit or vegetable juices (this does not include shelf sta-
ble concentrates);

(iv) Fruit or vegetable butters;

(v) Pumpkin pies, custard pies, or any pies that contain egg;

(vi) Dairy products of any kind such as butter, cheese, ice
cream, or milk; and

(vii) Dried or cured meats.
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(c) Vinegars and oils derived from natural sources may be infused
with dried marijuana if all plant material 1i1s subsequently removed
from the final product. Vinegars and oils may not be infused with any
other substance, including herbs and garlic.

(d) Marijuana-infused jams and jellies made from scratch must
utilize a standardized recipe in accordance with 21 C.F.R. Part 150,
revised as of April 1, 2013.

(e) Per WAC 314-55-104, a marijuana processor may iInfuse dairy
butter or fats derived from natural sources and use that extraction to
prepare allowable marijuana-infused solid or liquid products meant to
be ingested orally, but the dairy butter or fats derived from natural
sources may not be sold as stand-alone products.

(F) The ((HHguer—eontrolboard)) WSLCB may designate other food
items that may not be infused with marijuana.

(D)) (8) The recipe for any marijuana-infused solid or liquid
products meant to be ingested orally must be kept on file at the mari-
Juana processor®s licensed premises and made available for inspection
by the ((Hguer—control-beard)) WSLCB or its designee.

((3))) (9) The application fee for a marijuana processor license
is two hundred fifty dollars. The applicant is also responsible for
paying the fees required by the approved vendor for fingerprint evalu-
ation.

((®)) ((10) The annual fee for issuance and renewal of a mari-
Jjuana processor license is one thousand dollars. The ((beard)) WSLCB
will conduct random criminal history checks at the time of renewal
that will require the licensee to submit fingerprints for evaluation
from the approved vendor. The licensee will be responsible for all
fees required for the criminal history checks.

((28)) (11) A marijuana processor producing a marijuana-infused
solid or liquid product meant to be ingested orally in a processing
facility as required in WAC 314-55-015 (10) and (11) must pass a pro-
cessing fTacility inspection. Ongoing annual processing facility com-
pliance inspections may be required. The ((Hguer—econtrol—board))
WSLCB will contract with the department of agriculture to conduct re-
quired processing facility inspections. All costs of inspections are
borne by the licensee and the hourly rate for inspection is sixty dol-
lars. A licensee must allow the ((Hguer—eontrol—board)) WSLCB or
their designee to conduct physical visits and iInspect the processing
facility, recipes and required records per WAC 314-55-087 during nor-
mal business hours or at any time of apparent operation without ad-
vance notice.

(5) The annual fee for issuance and renewal of a marijuana re-
tailer®s license is one thousand dollars. The ((beard)) WSLCB will
conduct random criminal history checks at the time of renewal that
will require the licensee to submit fingerprints for evaluation from
the approved vendor. The licensee will be responsible for all fees re-
quired for the criminal history checks.

(6) Marijuana retailers may not sell marijuana products below the
current acquisition cost.

(7) Marijuana retailer licensees are allowed to have a maximum of
four months of their average inventory on their licensed premises at
any given time.

(8) A marijuana retailer may transport product to other locations
operated by the licensee or to return product to a marijuana processor
as outlined in the transportation rules in WAC 314-55-085.

(9) A marijuana retailer may ((enly)) accept returns of open mar-
ijuana products ((eentairing)) only if the product contains defective
electronic components. Products must be returned in their original
packaging with the lot, batch, or inventory ID number fully legible.

WAC 314-55-080 Medical marijuana endorsement. (1) A medical
marijuana endorsement added to a marijuana retail license allows the
marijuana retail licensee to:

(a) Sell marijuana for medical use to qualifying patients and

Jjuana-infused products iIn a way that make them especially attractive
to minors;

() Demonstrate the ability to enter qualifying patients and des-
ignated providers in the medical marijuana authorization data base es-
tablished by the department of health;

(g) Issue recognition cards and agree to enter qualifying pa-
tients and designated providers into the data base in compliance with
the department of health standards;

(h) Keep copies of the qualifying patient®s or designated provid-
er"s recognition card or equivalent records to document the validity
of tax exempt sales for a minimum of three years;

(i) Train employees on the following:

(i) Procedures regarding the recognition of valid authorizations
and the use of equipment to enter qualifying patients and designhated
providers into the medical marijuana authorization data base;

(i1) Recognition of valid recognition cards; and

(ii1) Recognition of strains, varieties, THC concentration, CBD
concentration, and THC to CBD ratios of marijuana concentrates, usable
marijuana, and marijuana-infused products available for sale when as-
sisting qualifying patients and designated providers at the retail
outlet.

(3) A marijuana retailer holding a medical marijuana endorsement
may sell products with a THC concentration of 0.3 percent or less. The
licensee may also provide these products at no charge to qualifying
patients or designated providers.

(4) Unlicensed practice of medicine. No owner, employee, or vol-
unteer of a retail outlet and holding a medical marijuana endorsement
may :

(a) Offer or undertake to diagnose or cure any human or animal
disease, ailment, injury, infirmity, deformity, pain, or other condi-
tion, physical or mental, real or imaginary, by use of marijuana prod-
ucts or any other means or instrumentality; or

(b) Recommend or suggest modification or elimination of any
course of treatment that does not involve the medical use of marijuana
products.

WAC 314-55-082 Insurance requirements. Marijuana licensees
shall provide insurance coverage as set out in this section. The iIn-
tent of the required insurance is to protect the consumer should there
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be any claims, suits, actions, costs, damages or expenses arising from
any negligent or intentional act or omission of the marijuana licen-
sees. Marijuana licensees shall furnish evidence in the form of a cer-
tificate of insurance satisfactory to the ((beard)) WSLCB that insur-
ance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured.
Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, may result in li-
cense cancellation.

(1) Commercial general liability insurance: The licensee shall at
all times carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance
and 1f necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and
property damage arising out of licensed activities. This insurance
shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or neg-
ligence of the licensee or its officers, agents, representatives, as-
signs, or servants. The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, iIn-
cluding disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of
the licensee®s premises/operations, products, and personal injury. The
limits of liability insurance shall not be less than one million dol-
lars.

(2) Insurance carrier rating: The iInsurance required in subsec-
tion (1) of this section shall be issued by an insurance company au-
thorized to do business within the state of Washington. Insurance is
to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A - Class VIl or bet-
ter In the most recently published edition of Best"s Reports. If an
insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for is-
suing the insurance policies must comply with chapters 48.15 RCW and
284-15 WAC.

(3) Additional insured. The ((board)) state and its employees,
agents, and volunteers shall be named as an additional insured on all
general liability, umbrella, and excess iInsurance policies. All poli-
cies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.

WAC 314-55-083 What are the security requirements for a marijua-
na licensee? The security requirements for a marijuana licensee are
as follows:

(1) Display of identification badge. All licensees and employees
on the licensed premises shall be required to hold and properly dis-
play an identification badge issued by the licensed employer at all
times while on the licensed premises and engaged in the transportation
of marijuana. The identification badge must list the licensee’s trade
name and include the person®s full and legal name, date of birth, and
photograph.

(a) All nonemployee visitors to the licensed premises, other than
retail store customers, shall be required to hold and properly display
an identification badge issued by the licensee at all times while on
the licensed premises.

(b) A log must be kept and maintained showing the full name of
each visitor entering the licensed premises, badge number issued, the
time of arrival, time of departure, and the purpose of the visit.

(c) All log records must be maintained on the licensed premises
for a period of three years and are subject to inspection by any

((Hguer—control—board)) WSLCB employee or law enforcement officer,
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and must be copied and provided to the ((Hguer—control—board)) WSLCB

or law enforcement officer upon request.

(d) Employees, visitors, and other persons at a marijuana li-
censed premises, including persons engaged in the transportation of
marijuana, must provide identification to a WSLCB enforcement officer
upon request.

(2) Alarm systems. At a minimum, each licensed premises must have
a security alarm system on all perimeter entry points and perimeter
windows. Motion detectors, pressure switches, duress, panic, and hold-
up alarms may also be utilized.

(3) Surveillance system. At a minimum, a licensed premises must
have a complete video surveillance system with minimum camera resolu-
tion of 640 x 470 pixels or pixel equivalent for analog. The surveil-
lance system storage device and/or the cameras must be internet proto-
col (IP) compatible. All cameras must be fixed and placement shall al-
low for the clear and certain identification of any person and activi-
ties iIn controlled areas of the licensed premises. All entrances and
exits to an indoor facility shall be recorded from both indoor and
outdoor, or iIngress and egress vantage points. All cameras must record
continuously twenty-four hours per day and at a minimum of ten frames
per second. The surveillance system storage device must be secured on
the licensed premises in a lockbox, cabinet, closet, or secured In an-
other manner to protect from employee tampering or criminal theft. All
surveillance recordings must be kept for a minimum of forty-five days
on the licensee"s recording device. All videos are subject to iInspec-
tion by any ((Hguer—control-beard)) WSLCB employee or law enforcement
officer, and must be copied and provided to the ((Hguer—control
boeard)) WSLCB or law enforcement officer upon request. All recorded
images must clearly and accurately display the time and date. Time 1is
to be measured iIn accordance with the U.S. National Institute Stand-
ards and Technology standards.

(a) Controlled areas include:

(i) Any area within an indoor, greenhouse or outdoor room or area
where marijuana is grown, oOr marijuana or marijuana waste 1is being
moved within, processed, stored, or destroyed. Rooms or areas where
marijuana or marijuana waste IS never present are not considered con-
trol areas and do not require camera coverage.

(i1) All point-of-sale (POS) areas.

(i) Twenty feet of the exterior of the perimeter of all re-
quired fencing and gates enclosing an outdoor grow operation. Any gate
or other entry point that is part of the required enclosure for an
outdoor growing operation must be lighted in low-light conditions. A
motion detection lighting system may be employed to light the gate
area in low-light conditions.

(iv) Any room or area storing a surveillance system storage de-
vice.

(b) All marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or marijuana-infused
products that are intended to be removed or transported between two
licensed premises shall be staged in an area known as the 'quarantine'
location for a minimum of twenty-four hours. Transport manifest with
product information and weights must be affixed to the product. At no
time during the quarantine period can the product be handled or moved
under any circumstances and is subject to auditing by the ((Hguer
eontrol-boeard)) WSLCB or designees.

(4) Traceability: To prevent diversion and to promote public
safety, marijuana licensees must track marijuana from seed to sale.
Licensees must provide the required information on a system specified
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by the ((boeard)) WSLCB. All costs related to the reporting require-
ments are borne by the licensee. Marijuana seedlings, clones, plants,
lots of usable marijuana or trim, leaves, and other plant matter,
batches of extracts, marijuana-infused products, samples, and marijua-
na waste must be traceable from production through processing, and fi-
nally into the retail environment including being able to identify
which lot was used as base material to create each batch of extracts
or infused products. The following information is required and must be
kept completely up-to-date iIn a system specified by the ((beard))
WSLCB:

(a) Key notification of "events," such as when a plant enters the
system (moved from the seedling or clone area to the vegetation pro-
duction area at a young age);

(b) When plants are to be partially or fully harvested or de-
stroyed;

(c) When a lot or batch of marijuana, marijuana extract, marijua-
na concentrates, marijuana-infused product, or marijuana waste is to
be destroyed;

(d) When usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or marijuana-
infused products are transported;

(e) Any theft of usable marijuana, marijuana seedlings, clones,
plants, trim or other plant material, extract, infused product, seed,
plant tissue or other item containing marijuana;

(F) There is a seventy-two hour mandatory waiting period after
the notification described in this subsection is given before any
plant may be destroyed, a lot or batch of marijuana, marijuana ex-
tract, marijuana-infused product, or marijuana waste may be destroyed;

(g) There is a twenty-four hour mandatory waiting period after
the notification described in this subsection to allow for inspection
before marijuana plants, seeds, plant tissue cultures, or lots of mar-
ijuana are transported from a producer to another producer or to a
processor;

(h) There is a twenty-four hour mandatory waiting period after
the notification described in this subsection to allow for inspection
before usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or marijuana-infused
products are transported from a processor to another processor or to a
retailer;

(b) The use of vitamin-hormone products not intended for use on
food crops is prohibited.

(3) Soil amendments, fertilizers, growing media, other crop pro-
duction aids, and pesticides that do not conform to subsections (1)
and (2) of this section cannot be used, kept, or stored on the li-
censed premises.

Upon transporting
any marijuana or marijuana product, a producer, processor, retailer,
or certified third-party testing lab shall notify the ((beard)) WSLCB
of the type and amount and/or weight of marijuana and/or marijuana
products being transported, the name of transporter, information about
the transporting vehicle, times of departure and expected delivery.

Upon receiving the shipment, the licen-
see or certified third-party lab receiving the product shall report
the amount and/or weight of marijuana and/or marijuana products re-
ceived in the traceability system.

(3) Transportation manifest. A complete printed transport mani-
fest on a form provided by the ((beard)) WSLCB containing all informa-
tion required by the ((beard)) WSLCB must be kept with the product at
all times.

(4) Records of transportation. Records of all transportation must
be kept for a minimum of three years at the licensee"s location and
are subject to inspection.

(5) Transportation of product. Marijuana or marijuana products
that are being transported must meet the following requirements:

(a) Only the marijuana licensee, an employee of the licensee, a
transportation licensee, or a certified testing lab may transport
product and/or occupy a transporting vehicle;

(b) Drivers and/or occupants of a transporting vehicle must be
twenty-one years of age or older;

(c) Marijuana or marijuana products must be iIn a sealed package
or container approved by the ((beard)) WSLCB pursuant to WAC
314-55-105;

((€e))) (d) Sealed packages or containers cannot be opened during
transport;
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((€DH)) (e) Marijuana or marijuana products must be in a locked,
safe and secure storage compartment that iIs secured to the inside
body/compartment of the vehicle transporting the marijuana or marijua-
na products;

((€e&))) (P Any vehicle transporting marijuana or marijuana prod-
ucts must travel directly from the shipping licensee to the receiving
licensee and must not make any unnecessary stops in between except to
other facilities receiving product;

((®H)) (@) Live plants may be transported in a fully enclosed,
windowless locked trailer, or in a secured area within the inside
body/compartment of a van or box truck. A secured area is defined as
an area where solid or locking metal petitions, cages, or high
strength shatterproof acrylic can be used to create a secure compart-
ment in the fully enclosed van or box truck. The secure compartment in
the fully enclosed van or box truck must be free of windows. Live
plants may not be transported in the bed of a pickup truck, a sports
utility vehicle, or passenger car.

(6) For purposes of this chapter, any vehicle assigned for the
purposes of transporting marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana con-
centrates, or marijuana-infused products shall be considered an exten-
sion of the licensed premises ((and)). Transport vehicles are subject
to inspection by enforcement officers of the ((Hguer—ecoentrol—board))

(e) All employee records((s)) to include, but not limited to,
training, payroll, and date of hire;

() Records of each daily application of pesticides applied to
the marijuana plants or growing medium. For each application, the pro-
ducer shall record the following information on the same day the ap-
plication Is made:

(i) Full name of each employee who applied the pesticide;
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(i1) The date the pesticide was applied;

(it1) The name of the pesticide or product name listed on the
registration label which was applied;

(iv) The concentration and total amount of pesticide per plant;
and

(v) For outdoor production, the concentration of pesticide that
was applied to the field. Liquid applications may be recorded as, but
are not limited to, amount of product per one hundred gallons of liqg-
uid spray, gallons per acre of output volume, ppm, percent product in
tank mix (e.g., one percent). For chemigation applications, record
"inches of water applied™ or other appropriate measure.

(g) Soil amendment, fertilizers, or other crop production aids
applied to the growing medium or used in the process of growing mari-
juana;

(h) Production and processing records, including harvest and cur-
ing, weighing, destruction of marijuana, creating batches of marijua-
na-infused products and packaging into lots and units;

(i) Records of each batch of extracts or infused marijuana prod-
ucts made, iIncluding at a minimum, the lots of usable marijuana or
trim, leaves, and other plant matter used (including the total weight
of the base product used), any solvents or other compounds utilized,
and the product type and the total weight of the end product produced,
such as hash oil, shatter, tincture, infused dairy butter, etc.;

(J) Transportation records as described in WAC 314-55-085;

(k) Inventory records;

(1) All samples sent to an independent testing lab and the quali-
ty assurance test results;

(m) All free samples provided to another licensee for purposes of
negotiating a sale;

(n) All samples used for testing for quality by the producer or
processor;

(o) Sample jars containing usable marijuana provided to retail-
ers; and

(p) Records of any theft of marijuana seedlings, clones, plants,
trim or other plant material, extract, marijuana-infused product, or
other i1tem containing marijuana.

(@) Records of any marijuana product provided free of charge to
gualifying patients or designated providers.

(2) ITf the marijuana licensee keeps records within an automated
data processing (ADP) and/or point-of-sale (P0OS) system, the system
must include a method for producing legible records that will provide
the same information required of that type of record within this sec-
tion. The ADP and/or POS system is acceptable if it complies with the
following guidelines:

(a) Provides an audit trail so that details (invoices and vouch-
ers) underlying the summary accounting data may be identified and made
available upon request.

(b) Provides the opportunity to trace any transaction back to the
original source or forward to a final total. If printouts of transac-
tions are not made when they are processed, the system must have the
ability to reconstruct these transactions.

(c) Has available a full description of the ADP and/or POS por-
tion of the accounting system. This should show the applications being
performed, the procedures employed in each application, and the con-
trols used to ensure accurate and reliable processing.

(3) The provisions contained in subsections (1) and (2) of this
section do not eliminate the requirement to maintain source documents,
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but they do allow the source documents to be maintained in some other
location.

(4) Marijuana retailer®s licensees: On a monthly basis, marijuana
retailers must maintain records and report purchases from licensed
marijuana processors, sales by product type to consumers, and lost
and/or destroyed product in a manner prescribed by the ((board))
WSLCB.

A marijuana retailer licensee must ((pay)) collect from the buyer
and remit to the ((beard)) WSLCB a marijuana excise tax of ((
five)) thirty-seven percent of the selling price on each retail sale
of usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-infused
products.

WSLCB or authorized designee, will be used to assess the penalty of
two percent per month on payments received after the twentieth day of
the month following the month of sale.

(2) Failure to make a report and/or pay the license taxes and/or
penalties in the manner and dates outlined in WAC 314-55-089 will be
sufficient grounds for the ((beard)) WSLCB to suspend or revoke a mar-
ijuana license.

WAC 314-55-095 Marijuana servings and transaction limitations.
((Marijuanha—desage)) (1) For persons age twenty-one and older and
qualifying patients or designated providers who are not entered into
the medical marijuana authorization data base, marijuana serving and
transaction limitations are as follows:

((H)) (&) Single serving. A single serving of a marijuana-in-
fused product must not exceed ten milligrams active tetrahydrocannabi-
nol (THC), or Delta 9.

((®)) (b) Maximum number of servings. The maximum number of
servings in any one single unit of marijuana-infused product meant to
be eaten or swallowed is ten servings or one hundred milligrams of ac-
tive THC, or Delta 9, ((whichever—is—ltess)). A single unit of marijua-
na concentrate cannot exceed one gram.

((3))) (c) Transaction limitation. A single transaction is limi-
ted to one ounce of usable marijuana, sixteen ounces of marijuana-in-
fused product meant to be eaten or swallowed in solid form, seven
grams of marijuana-infused extract or marijuana concentrate for iInha-
lation, and seventy-two ounces of marijuana-infused product in liquid
form meant to be eaten or swallowed ((

(2) For qualifying patients and designated providers who are en-
tered into the medical marijuana authorization data base, serving and
transaction limits are as follows:

(a) Single serving. Except as provided in chapter 246-70 WAC, a
single serving of a marijuana-infused product must not exceed ten mil-
ligrams active tetrahydrocannabinol (THC), or Delta 9.

(b) Maximum number of servings. Except as provided in chapter
246-70 WAC, the maximum number of servings in_any one single unit of
mari juana-infused product meant to be eaten, swallowed or applied is
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ten servings or one hundred milligrams of active THC, or Delta 9. A
single unit of marijuana concentrate cannot exceed one gram.

(c) Transaction limitation. A single transaction by a retail
store with a medical marijuana endorsement to a qualifying patient or
designated provider who is entered into the medical marijuana data
base is limited to three ounces of usable marijuana, forty-eight oun-
ces of marijuana-infused product meant to be eaten or swallowed in
solid form, twenty-one grams of marijuana-infused extract or marijuana
concentrate for inhalation, and two hundred sixteen ounces of marijua-
na-infused product in liquid form meant to be eaten or swallowed.

NEW SECTION

WAC 314-55-096 Samples. (1) Vendor samples: Producers or pro-
cessors may provide free samples of usable marijuana, marijuana-in-
fused products, and marijuana concentrates in order to negotiate a
sale. All sample limits are based on calendar months. The producer or
processor must record the amount of each sample and the processor or
retailer receiving the sample in the traceability system. The outgoing
sample must be clearly labeled as a sample to negotiate a sale and re-
corded on a transport manifest. The receiving licensee must receive
the sample in the traceability system prior to sampling.

(a) Producers may not provide any one licensed processor more
than eight grams of marijuana flower per month free of charge for the
purpose of negotiating a sale.

(b) Processors may not provide any one licensed retailer more
than eight grams of usable marijuana per month free of charge for the
purpose of negotiating a sale.

(c) Processors may not provide any one licensed retailer more
than eight units of marijuana-infused products in solid form per month
free of charge for the purpose of negotiating a sale. No single sample
may exceed 10 mg of THC.

(d) Processors may not provide any one licensed retailer more
than eight units of marijuana-infused product in liquid form per month
free of charge for the purpose of negotiating a sale. No single sample
may exceed 10 mg of THC.

(e) Processors may not provide any one licensed retailer more
than two units of marijuana-infused extract meant for iInhalation or
infused marijuana mix per month free of charge for the purpose of ne-
gotiating a sale. No single sample may exceed 0.5 g.

() A marijuana producer must make quality assurance test results
available to any processor receiving samples to negotiate a sale. The
producer must also provide a statement that discloses all pesticides
applied to the marijuana plants and growing medium during production.

(g) A marijuana processor must make quality assurance test re-
sults available to any retailer receiving samples to negotiate a sale.
IT a marijuana extract was added to the product, the processors must
disclose the type of extraction process and any solvent, gas, or other
chemical used in the extraction process, or any other compound added
to the extract.

(2) Vendor sample labeling: All vendor samples must be clearly
labeled as a vendor sample and meet all labeling requirements of the
product to be sampled.
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(a) Sixteen digit identification number generated by the tracea-
bility system;

(b) The UBI number of the licensed entity providing the sample;
and

(c) Weight of the product.

(3) Education sampling. Processors may provide free samples of
useable marijuana, marijuana-infused products, and marijuana concen-
trates to retail licensees to give to their budtender employees for
educational purposes. The processor must record the amount of each
sample and the retailer receiving the sample in the traceability sys-
tem. The outgoing sample must be clearly labeled as "budtender sample™
and recorded on a transport manifest. All budtender employees at a li-
censed retail location must be entered into the traceability system
for the purpose of distributing education samples. Prior to sampling
the receiving retailer must accept the sample in the traceability sys-
tem, and distribute the education sample to the retail employee.

(a) All education samples are limited to a total of ten units per
budtender employee per month, with a maximum of one hundred units per
retail location per calendar month.

(b) The maximum size of samples for education are:

(i) Useable marijuana, marijuana mix, and infused marijuana mix —
One unit not to exceed .5 g

(i1) Marijuana infused solid or liquid product meant to be eaten
or swallowed — One unit not to exceed 10 mg THC

(i11) Marijuana-infused extract for inhalation — One unit not to
exceed .25 g

(c) Products being sampled must be carried by the licensed retail
premises.

(d) Distribution and consumption of all educational samples 1is
limited to retail employees who directly sell product to retail cus-
tomers. Retail employees who are not involved in direct sales to cus-
tomers are not eligible for education samples.

(e) A marijuana processor must make quality assurance test re-
sults available to any retailer receiving education samples. If a mar-
ijuana extract was added to the product, the processors must disclose
the type of extraction process and any solvent, gas, or other chemical
used In the extraction process, or any other compound added to the ex-
tract.

() Education sample Hlabeling: All education samples must be
clearly labeled as "budtender™ samples and include the following in-
formation on the label:

(i) Sixteen digit identification number generated by the tracea-
bility system;

(i1) The UBI number and trade name of the licensed entity provid-
ing the sample;

(i1i1) Product name or strain name for usable marijuana;

(iv) Weight of the product; and

(v) Potency.

(4) A marijuana processor is not required to provide free samples
to negotiate a sale or educational samples to a marijuana retail li-
censee, and a marijuana retail licensee may not require a marijuana
processor to provide free sample to negotiate a sale or educational
samples as a condition for purchasing the marijuana processor®s prod-
ucts.

(5) Marijuana retail licensees may not provide educational sam-
ples to their budtender employees as a form of compensation.
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(6) Internal quality control sampling: Producers and processors
may conduct limited self-sampling for quality control. All sample lim-
its are based on calendar months. Sampling for quality control may not
take place at a licensed premises. Only the producer, processor, or
employees of the licensee may sample the marijuana flower, usable mar-
ijuana, marijuana-infused products, marijuana concentrates, and edible
marijuana-infused product. The producer or processor must record the
amount of each sample and the employee(s) conducting the sampling in
the traceability system.

(a) Producers may sample two grams of marijuana Fflower per
strain, per month for quality sampling.

(b) Processors may sample one unit per batch of a new edible mar-
i juana-infused product meant to be eaten or swallowed to be offered
for sale on the market.

(c) Processors may sample up to one unit per batch of a new mari-
Jjuana-infused extract for iInhalation to be offered for sale on the
market. No single sample may exceed 0.5 g.

(d) Processors may sample one unit per batch of a new marijuana
mix packaged to be offered for sale on the market. No single sample
may exceed 1 g.

(e) Processors may sample one unit per batch of a new infused
marijuana mix to be offered for sale on the market. No sample may ex-
ceed 0.5 g.

(7) Retailers may not provide free samples to customers.

(8) Sample jars: A processor may provide a retailer free samples
of usable marijuana packaged in a sample jar protected by a plastic or
metal mesh screen to allow customers to smell the product before pur-
chase. The sample jar may not contain more than three and one-half
grams of usable marijuana. The plastic or metal mesh screen must be
sealed onto the container, and must be free of rips, tears, or holes
greater than 2 mm in diameter. The sample jar and the usable marijuana
within may not be sold to a customer and must be returned to the li-
censed processor who provided the usable marijuana and sample jar.

(9) Sample labeling: All vendor samples and sample jars must be
labeled with the following:

(a) Sixteen digit identification number given by the traceability
system;

(b) Information identifying whether it is a vendor sample or sam-
ple jar;

(c) The UBI number of the licensed entity providing the sample;
and

(d) Weight of the product.

(10) A marijuana processor must make quality assurance test re-
sults available to any retailer receiving sample jars. The processor
must also provide a statement that discloses all pesticides applied to
the marijuana plants and growing medium during production.

IT a marijuana extract was added to the product, the processor
must disclose to the retailer the type of extraction process and any
solvent, gas, or other chemical used In the extraction process, or any
other compound added to the extract.

(11) Transportation. Outgoing and return vendor samples and sam-
ple jars must adhere to the transportation requirements iIn WAC
314-55-085.
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AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 15-11-107, filed 5/20/15, effective
6/20/15)

WAC 314-55-097 Marijuana waste disposal—Liquids and solids.
(1) Solid and liquid wastes generated during marijuana production and
processing must be stored, managed, and disposed of iIn accordance with
applicable state and local laws and regulations.

(2) Wastewater generated during marijuana production and process-
ing must be disposed of in compliance with applicable state and local
laws and regulations.

(3) Wastes from the production and processing of marijuana plants
must be evaluated against the state®"s dangerous waste regulations
(chapter 173-303 WAC) to determine i1f those wastes designate as dan-
gerous waste. It 1s the responsibility of each waste generator to
properly evaluate their waste to determine 1T It ((desighates)) 1Is
designated as a dangerous waste. If a generator"s waste does designate
as a dangerous waste, then that waste(s) Is subject to the applicable
management standards found in chapter 173-303 WAC.

(a) Wastes that must be evaluated against the dangerous waste
regulations include, but are not limited to, the following:

(1) Waste from marijuana flowers, trim and solid plant material
used to create an extract (per WAC 314-55-104).

(i1) Waste solvents used in the marijuana process (per WAC
314-55-104).

(i11) Discarded plant waste, spent solvents and laboratory wastes
from any marijuana processing or quality assurance testing.

(iv) Marijuana extract that fails to meet quality testing.

(b) Marijuana wastes that do not designate as dangerous shall be
managed In accordance with subsection (4) of this section.

(c) A marijuana plant, usable marijuana, trim and other plant ma-
terial i1In i1tself 1s not considered dangerous waste as defined under
chapter 173-303 WAC unless i1t has been treated or contaminated with a
solvent.

(4) Marijuana waste that does not designate as dangerous waste
(per subsection (3) of this section) must be rendered unusable follow-
ing the methods iIn subsection (5) of this section prior to leaving a
licensed producer, processor, or laboratory. Disposal of the marijuana
waste rendered unusable must follow the methods under subsection (6)
of this section.

(a) Wastes that must be rendered unusable prior to disposal in-
clude, but are not limited to, the following:

(i) Waste evaluated per subsection (3) of this section and deter-
mined to not designate as '‘Dangerous Waste."

(i1) Marijuana plant waste, including roots, stalks, leaves, and
stems that have not been processed with solvent.

(i11) Solid marijuana sample plant waste possessed by third-party
laboratories accredited by the ((beard)) WSLCB to test for quality as-
surance that must be disposed of.

(iv) Other wastes as determined by the ((EEB)) WSLCB.

(b) A producer or processor must provide the ((beard)) WSLCB a
minimum of seventy-two hours notice in the traceability system descri-
bed in WAC 314-55-083(4) prior to rendering the product unusable and
disposing of it.

(5) The allowable method to render marijuana plant waste unusable
IS by grinding and incorporating the marijuana plant waste with other
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ground materials so the resulting mixture is at least fifty percent
nonmarijuana waste by volume. Other methods to render marijuana waste
unusable must be approved by ((EEB)) the WSLCB before implementation.

Material used to grind with the marijuana falls iInto two catego-
ries: Compostable waste and noncompostable waste.

(a) Compostable mixed waste: Marijuana waste to be disposed as
compost feedstock or iIn another organic waste method (for example,
anaerobic digester) may be mixed with the following types of waste ma-
terials:

(i) Food waste;

(i1) Yard waste;

(ii1) Vegetable based grease or oils; or

(iv) Other wastes as approved by the ((E€B)) WSLCB.

(b) Noncompostable mixed waste: Marijuana waste to be disposed iIn
a landfill or another disposal method (for example, incinerator) may
be mixed with the following types of waste materials:

(i) Paper waste;

(i1) Cardboard waste;

(if1) Plastic waste;

(iv) Soil; or

(v) Other wastes as approved by the ((ESB)) WSLCB.

(6) Marijuana wastes rendered unusable following the method de-
scribed iIn subsection (4) of this section can be disposed.

(a) Disposal of the marijuana waste rendered unusable may be de-
livered to a permitted solid waste facility for final disposition. Ex-
amples of acceptable permitted solid waste facilities include:

(i) Compostable mixed waste: Compost, anaerobic digester, or oth-
er facility with approval of the jurisdictional health department.

(i1) Noncompostable mixed waste: Landfill, incinerator, or other
facility with approval of the jurisdictional health department.

(b) Disposal of the marijuana waste rendered unusable may be man-
aged on-site by the generator in accordance with the standards of
chapter 173-350 WAC.

(c) A record of the final destination of marijuana waste rendered
unusable.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 13-21-104, filed 10/21/13, effective
11/21713)

WAC 314-55-099 Standardized scales. (1) Marijuana producer and
processor licensees must have at least one scale on the licensed prem-
ises for the traceability and inventory of products.

(2) The scales and other measuring devices are subject to chapter
19.94 RCW, and must meet the requirements of the most current version
of chapter((s)) 16-662 ((and—16-664)) WAC.

(3) Licensees must register scales on a business license applica-
tion with business license services through the department of revenue
as required under chapter 19.94 RCW.
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NEW SECTION

WAC 314-55-101 Sampling protocols. (1)(a) To ensure that quali-
ty assurance samples submitted to certified third-party labs are rep-
resentative from the lot or batch from which they were sampled as re-
quired In RCW 69.50.348, licensed producers, licensed processors, cer-
tified third-party laboratories, and their employees must adhere to
the following minimum sampling protocols.

(b) Samples must be deducted in a way that is most representative
of the lot or batch and maintains the structure of the marijuana sam-
ple. Licensees, certified third-party laboratories, and their employ-
ees may not adulterate or change in any way the representative sample
from a lot or batch before submitting the sample to certified third-
party laboratories. This includes adulterating or changing the sample
in any way as to inflate the level of potency, or to hide any micro-
biological contaminants from the required microbiological screening
such as, but not limited to:

(i) Adulterating the sample with kief, concentrates, or other ex-
tracts;

(i1) Treating a sample with solvents to hide the microbial count
of the lot or batch from which it was deducted. This is not meant to
be construed as prohibiting the treatment of failed lots or batches
with methods approved by the WSLCB; and

(iii) Pregrinding a flower lot sample.

(2) Sampling protocols for all marijuana product lots and batch-
es: The deduction of all quality assurance samples must adhere to the
following sampling protocols:

(a) All samples must be taken iIn a sanitary environment using
sanitary practices and ensure facilities are constructed, kept, and
maintained in a clean and sanitary condition in accordance with rules
and as prescribed by the Washington state department of agriculture
under chapters 16-165 and 16-167 WAC.

(b) Persons taking samples must wash their hands prior to deduct-
ing samples from a lot or batch, wear gloves while preparing or de-
ducting the lot or batch for sampling, and must use sanitary utensils
and storage devices.

(c) Samples must be placed in a sterile plastic or glass contain-
er, and stored in a location that prevents the propagation of patho-
gens and other contaminants. This includes low light levels, mild tem-
peratures, and low humidity environments.

(d) The licensee shall maintain the lot or batch from which the
sample was deducted in a secure, cool, and dry location to prevent the
marijuana from becoming contaminated or losing its efficacy.

(3) Additional sampling protocols for flower lots:

(a) Licensees or certified third-party labs are required to de-
duct four separate samples from each marijuana flower lot in order to
ensure representativeness of the lot. The four samples must be of
equal weight, not less than one gram each, and the cumulative weight
of the four samples may not be more than the maximum allowed in WAC
314-55-102.

(b) The four separate samples must be taken from different quad-
rants of the flower lot. A quadrant is the division of a lot into four
equal parts. This may be done visually or physically, but must be done
in a manner that ensures the samples were deducted from four evenly
distributed areas of the flower lot.
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(c) The four separate samples may be placed together iIn a con-
tainer that conforms to subsection (2) of this section for storage and
transfer to a certified third-party lab.

(4) Certified third-party laboratories may reject a sample if
they believe the sample was not collected iIn the manner required by
this section, has been adulterated in any way, contaminated with known
or unknown solvents, or was manipulated in a way that violates the
sampling protocols.

(5) The WSLCB or its designee will take immediate disciplinary
action against any licensee or certified third-party lab which fails
to comply with the provisions of this section or falsifies records re-
lated to this section including, without limitation, revoking the li-
cense or certificate of the licensed producer or processor, or certi-
fied third-party lab.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 15-11-107, filed 5/20/15, effective
6/20/15)

WAC 314-55-102 Quality assurance testing. (1) A third-party
testing lab must be certified by the ((beard)) WSLCB or their vendor
as meeting the ((beard-s)) WSLCB"s accreditation and other require-
ments prior to conducting required quality assurance tests. Certified
labs will receive a certification letter from the ((beard)) WSLCB and
must conspicuously display this letter in the lab iIn plain sight of
the customers. The ((beard)) WSLCB can summarily suspend a lab®"s cer-
tification if a lab i1s found out of compliance with the requirements
of ((WAC314-55-102)) this chapter.

(2) A person with financial interest in a certified third-party
testing lab may not have direct or indirect financial interest in a
licensed marijuana producer or processor for whom they are conducting
required quality assurance tests. A person with direct or indirect fi-
nancial interest in a certified third-party testing lab must disclose
to the ((beard)) WSLCB by affidavit any direct or indirect financial
interest In a licensed marijuana producer Or processor.

(3) As a condition of certification, each lab must employ a sci-
entific director responsible to ensure the achievement and maintenance
of quality standards of practice. The scientific director shall meet
the following minimum qualifications:

(a) Has earned, from a college or university accredited by a na-
tional or regional certifying authority a doctorate in the chemical or
biological sciences and a minimum of two years®™ post-degree laboratory
experience; or

(b) Has earned a master®s degree iIn the chemical or biological
sciences and has a minimum of four years®™ of post-degree laboratory
experience; or

(c) Has earned a bachelor®s degree in the chemical or biological
sciences and has a minimum of six years of post-education laboratory
experience.

(4) As a condition of certification, labs must follow the most
current version of the Cannabis Inflorescence and Leaf monograph pub-
lished by the American Herbal Pharmacopoeia or notify the ((beard))
WSLCB what alternative scientifically valid testing methodology the
lab is following for each quality assurance test. The ((beard)) WSLCB
may require third-party validation of any monograph or analytical
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method followed by the lab to ensure the methodology produces scien-
tifically accurate results prior to them using those standards when
conducting required quality assurance tests.

(5) As a condition of certification, the ((beard)) WSLCB may re-
quire third-party validation and ongoing monitoring of a lab"s basic
proficiency to correctly execute the analytical methodologies employed
by the lab. The ((beard)) WSLCB may contract with a vendor to conduct
the validation and ongoing monitoring described in this subsection.
The lab shall pay all vendor fees for validation and ongoing monitor-
ing directly to the vendor.

(6) The lab must allow the ((beard)) WSLCB or their vendor to
conduct physical visits and inspect related laboratory equipment,
testing and other related records during normal business hours without
advance notice.

(7) Labs must adopt and follow minimum good lab practices (GLPs),
and maintain 1internal standard operating procedures (SOPs), and a
quality control/quality assurance (QC/QA) program as specified by the
((board)) WSLCB. The ((beard)) WSLCB or authorized third-party organi-
zation can conduct audits of a lab"s GLPs, SOPs, QC/QA, and inspect
all other related records.

(8) The WSLCB or its designee will take immediate disciplinary
action against any certified third-party lab which fails to comply
with the provisions of this chapter or falsifies records related to
this section including, without limitation, revoking the certificate
of the certified third-party lab.

(9) The general body of required quality assurance tests for mar-
ijuana Fflowers and iInfused products may include moisture content, po-
tency analysis, foreign matter inspection, microbiological screening,
pesticide and other chemical residue and metals screening, and residu-
al solvents levels.

((€2)) (10) Table of required quality assurance tests defined iIn
the most current version of the Cannabis Inflorescence and Leaf mono-
graph published by the American Herbal Pharmacopoeia.

(b) Prior to any EFT transaction, the marijuana licensee must en-
ter into a written agreement specifying the terms and conditions for
EFT as payment for marijuana.
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(c) A sale must be initiated by an irrevocable invoice or sale
order before or at the time of delivery.

(d) Both parties must bear their respective banking costs or oth-
er costs associated with EFT service.

(e) Both parties must maintain records of transactions and have
the records readily available for the WSLCB review.

() The electronic funds transfer must be iInitiated by the mari-
juana licensee no later than the first business day following delivery
and must be paid as promptly as is reasonably practical, and in no
event later than five business days following delivery. Any attempt by
a marijuana licensee to delay payment on EFT transactions for any pe-
riod of time beyond the minimum as is reasonably practical will be
considered an unlawful attempt to purchase products on credit.

(4) Prepaid accounts. Both parties must keep accurate accounting
records of prepaid accounts to ensure a cash deposit iIs not overexten-
ded, which is considered an extension of credit.

(5) Transactions using a money transmitter, under the following
provisions:

(a) The money transmitter must be licensed by and in good stand-
ing with the Washington state department of financial institutions.

(b) A sale must be initiated by an irrevocable invoice or sale
order before or at the time of delivery.

(c) Both parties must bear their respective costs associated with
the money transmitter service.

(d) Both parties must maintain records of transactions and have
the records readily available for the WSLCB to review.

(e) The funds transfer through the money transmitter must be iIni-
tiated by the marijuana licensee no later than the first business day
following delivery and must be paid as promptly as is reasonably prac-
tical, and in no event later than five business days following deliv-
ery. Any attempt by a marijuana licensee to delay payment on money
transmitter transactions for any period of time beyond the minimum as
is reasonably practical will be considered an unlawful attempt to pur-
chase products on credit.

(6) Any transaction reported as having nonsufficient funds (NSF)
will be considered an extension of credit. If a transaction is repor-
ted as NSF:

(a) The purchaser must pay the full amount of the transaction to
the seller by 3:00 p.m. on the first business day following receipt of
the NSF report.

The ((Hguer—econtrel—board)) WSLCB may
seize ((e¥)), destroy, confiscate, or place an administrative hold on
marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-in-
fused products under the following circumstances:

(1) During an unannounced or announced administrative search or
inspection of ((a&)) licensed locations, areas of unlicensed locations
used for business or commercial purposes, or vehicles involved in the
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transportation of marijuana products, where any product was found to
be iIn excess of product limitations set forth in WAC 314-55-075,
314-55-077, and 314-55-079.

(2) Any product not properly logged in inventory records or un-
traceable product required to be iIn the traceability system.

(3) Marijuana, marijuana concentrates, usable marijuana, and mar-
i juana-infused product that are altered or not properly packaged and
labeled in accordance with WAC 314-55-105.

(4) During a criminal iInvestigation, officers shall follow seiz-
ure laws detailed in RCW 69.50.505 and any other applicable criminal
codes.

(5) ((biguor—control-board)) The WSLCB may destroy any marijuana,
marijuana concentrate, usable marijuana, and/or marijuana-infused
products in its possession that is not identifiable through the Wash-
ington marijuana traceability system or otherwise in a form that 1is
not compliant with Washington®s marijuana statutes or rules, chapters
69.50 RCW and 314-55 WAC.

(6) WSLCB officers may order an administrative hold of marijuana,
usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-infused prod-
ucts to prevent destruction of evidence, diversion or other threats to
public safety, while permitting a licensee to retain 1its inventory
pending further iInvestigation, pursuant to the following procedure:

(a) ITf during an iInvestigation or inspection of a licensee, a
((Hguer—control—board)) WSLCB officer develops reasonable grounds to
believe certain marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates,
and marijuana-infused products constitute evidence of acts in viola-
tion of the state laws or rules, or otherwise constitute a threat to
public safety, the ((Hguer—control-board)) WSLCB officer may issue a
notice of administrative hold of any such marijuana, usable marijuana,
marijuana concentrate, or marijuana-infused products. The notice of
administrative hold shall provide a documented description of the mar-
ijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrate, or marijuana-infused
products to be subject to the administrative hold.

(b) The licensee shall completely and physically segregate the
marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrate, and marijuana-in-
fused products subject to the administrative hold in a limited access
area of the licensed premises under investigation, where it shall be
safeguarded by the licensee. Pending the outcome of the investigation
and any related disciplinary proceeding, the licensee is prohibited
from selling, giving away, transferring, transporting, or destroying
the marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrate, and marijuana-
infused products subject to the administrative hold.

(c) Nothing herein shall prevent a licensee from the continued
cultivation or harvesting of the marijuana subject to the administra-
tive hold. All marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrate, and
marijuana-infused products subject to the administrative hold must be
put into separate harvest batches from product not subject to the ad-
ministrative hold.

(d) Following an 1investigation, the
WSLCB may lift the administrative hold, order the continuation of the
administrative hold, or seek a final agency order for the destruction
of the marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrate, and mari-
Jjuana-infused products.

WAC 314-55-220 What is the process once the ((beard)) WSLCB sum-
marily orders marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or
marijuana-infused products of a marijuana licensee to be destroyed?
(1) The ((board)) WSLCB may issue an order to summarily destroy mari-
Jjuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, or marijuana-infused
products after the ((beard-s)) WSLCB"s enforcement division has com-
pleted a preliminary staff investigation of the violation and upon a
determination that immediate destruction of marijuana, usable marijua-
na, marijuana concentrates, or marijuana-infused products is necessary
for the protection or preservation of the public health, safety, or
welfare.

(2) Destruction of any marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana
concentrates, or marijuana-infused products under this provision shall
take effect immediately upon personal service on the licensee or em-
ployee thereof of the summary destruction order unless otherwise pro-
vided in the order.

(3) When a license has been issued a summary destruction order by
the ((beard)) WSLCB, an adjudicative proceeding for the associated vi-
olation or other action must be promptly instituted before an adminis-
trative law judge assigned by the office of administrative hearings.
IT a request for an administrative hearing is timely filed by the li-
censee, then a hearing shall be held within ninety days of the effec-
tive date of the summary destruction ordered by the ((beard)) WSLCB.

WAC 314-55-230 What are the procedures the ((H
board)) WSLCB will use to destroy or donate marijuana, usable marijua-
na, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-infused products to law en-
forcement? (1) The ((Hguer—econtrolboard)) WSLCB may require a mari-
juana licensee to destroy marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana con-
centrates, and marijuana-infused products found in a licensed estab-
lishment to be 1In excess of product Hlimits set forth 1iIn WAC
314-55-075, 314-55-077, and 314-55-079.

(2) Destruction of seized marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana
concentrates, marijuana-infused products, or confiscated marijuana af-
ter case adjudication, will conform with ((Hguer—coentrol—beard)) the
WSLCB evidence policies, to include the option of donating marijuana,
usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-infused prod-
ucts, set for destruction, to local and state law enforcement agencies
for training purposes only.

(3) Marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and mar-
ijuana-infused products set for destruction shall not reenter the
traceability system or market place.
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NEW SECTION

WAC 314-55-310 Transportation license. (1) A transportation li-
cense allows the licensee to physically transport or deliver marijua-
na, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-infused products between li-
censed marijuana businesses within Washington state. The application
fee for the transportation license is two hundred fifty dollars and
the annual fee is one thousand dollars.

(2) Applicants for the transportation license must submit the
following information:

(a) Personal/criminal history forms for all true parties of in-
terest (see WAC 314-55-035);

The criminal history background check will consist of completion
of a personal/criminal history form provided by the WSLCB and submis-
sion of fingerprints to a vendor approved by the WSLCB. The applicant
will be responsible for paying all fees required by the vendor for
fingerprinting. These fingerprints will be submitted to the Washington
state patrol and the Federal Bureau of Investigation for comparison to
their criminal records. The applicant will be responsible for paying
all fees required by the Washington state patrol and the Federal Bu-
reau of Investigation.

(b) Documents showing the right to the physical location to be
licensed (purchase and sale agreement or lease in the name of the ap-
plicant);

(c) Copies of the current UTC common carrier permits. All vehi-
cles and trailers must also be permitted by UTC as common carriers;

(d) Corporate information form or limited liability information
form as applicable;

(e) Proof of insurance.

(i) Licensees shall provide insurance coverage as set out in this
section. The intent of the required insurance is to protect the con-
sumer should there be any claims, suits, actions, costs, damages or
expenses arising from any negligent or intentional act or omission of
the licensees. Licensees shall furnish evidence in the form of a cer-
tificate of iInsurance satisfactory to the WSLCB that insurance, iIn the
following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured. Failure to pro-
vide proof of insurance, as required, may result In license cancella-
tion.

(i1) Commercial general liability insurance: The licensee shall
at all times carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance
and 1f necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and
property damage arising out of Hlicensed activities. This insurance
shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or neg-
ligence of the licensee or its officers, agents, representatives, as-
signs, or servants. The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, iIn-
cluding disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of
the licensee®s premises/operations, products, and personal injury. The
limits of liability insurance shall not be less than one million dol-
lars.

(if1) Insurance carrier rating: The iInsurance required iIn (e)(i)
of this subsection shall be issued by an insurance company authorized
to do business within the state of Washington. Insurance must be
placed with a carrier that has a rating of A - Class VIl or better in
the most recently published edition of Best®"s Reports. If an iInsurer
is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the
insurance policies must comply with chapters 48.15 RCW and 284-15 WAC.
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(iv) Additional insured. The state and its employees, agents, and
volunteers shall be named as an additional insured on all general lia-
bility, umbrella, and excess insurance policies. All policies shall be
primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.

(3) Transport manifest. A complete printed transport manifest on
a form provided by the WSLCB containing all information required by
the WSLCB must be kept with the product at all times.

(4) Records of transportation. Records of all transportation must
be kept for a minimum of three years at the licensee"s location and
are subject to inspection if requested by an employee of the WSLCB or
local law enforcement:

(a) Copies of transportation manifests for all deliveries;

(b) A transportation log documenting the chain of custody for
each delivery to include driver(s) and vehicle(s) associated with each
delivery;

(c) Bank statements and canceled checks for any accounts relating
to the licensed business;

(d) Accounting and tax records related to the licensed business;

(e) Records of all financial transactions related to the licensed
business, including invoices, contracts and/or agreements for services
performed or received that relate to the licensed business;

() All employee records, to include training.

(5) Transportation of product. Marijuana or marijuana products
that are being transported must meet the following requirements:

(a) Only the transportation licensee or an employee of the trans-
portation licensee who is at least twenty-one years of age may trans-
port product. All drivers must carry a valid Washington driver®s li-
cense with the proper endorsements when operating a vehicle in the
transportation of product. All passengers in the vehicle transporting
marijuana or marijuana products must be employees of the transporta-
tion licensee who are at least twenty-one years of age;

(b) Marijuana or marijuana products must be in a sealed package
or container approved by the WSLCB pursuant to WAC 314-55-105;

(c) Sealed packages or containers cannot be opened during trans-
port;

(d) Marijuana or marijuana products must be in a locked, safe and
secure storage compartment that is secured to the inside body/compart-
ment of the vehicle transporting the marijuana or marijuana products;

(e) Any vehicle transporting marijuana or marijuana products must
be delivered or returned to the shipper within forty-eight hours from
the time of pickup;

() Live plants may be transported in a fully enclosed, window-
less locked trailer, or in a secured area within the inside body/
compartment of a van or box truck. A secured area is defined as an
area where solid or locking metal petitions, cages, or high strength
shatterproof acrylic can be used to create a secure compartment iIn the
fully enclosed van or box truck. The secure compartment in the fully
enclosed van or box truck must be free of windows. Live plants may not
be transported In the bed of a pickup truck, a sports utility vehicle,
or passenger car.

(6) For purposes of this chapter, any vehicle assigned for the
purposes of transporting marijuana, usable marijuana, marijuana con-
centrates, or marijuana-infused products shall be considered an exten-
sion of the licensed premises and subject to inspection by enforcement
officers of the WSLCB. Vehicles assigned for transportation may be
stopped and inspected by a WSLCB enforcement officer at any licensed
location, or whille en route during transportation.
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NEW SECTION

WAC 314-55-410 Cooperatives. (1) A cooperative may be formed by
qualifying patients and/or designated providers to share responsibili-
ty for growing and processing marijuana only for the medical use of
the members of the cooperative. A cooperative must meet the following
criteria:

(a) All members must be at least twenty-one years of age. The
designated provider of a qualifying patient under twenty-one years of
age may be a member of a cooperative on the qualifying patient"s be-
half;

(b) All members must hold valid recognition cards;

(c) No more than four members are allowed in a cooperative;

(d) A member can only belong to one cooperative;

(e) A member may only grow plants in the cooperative and may not
grow plants elsewhere;

() Members must participate in growing plants. A monetary con-
tribution or donation iIs not considered assistance. Members must pro-
vide nonmonetary resources and assistance in order to participate;

(g) Members may grow up to the total amount of plants for which
each member is authorized on their recognition cards. At the location,
the qualifying patients or designated providers may possess the amount
of usable marijuana that can be produced with the number of plants
permitted, but no more than seventy-two ounces;

(h) Members may not sell, donate, or otherwise provide marijuana,
marijuana concentrates, usable marijuana, or other marijuana-infused
products to a person who is not a member of the cooperative;

(i) A cooperative may not be located within a one mile radius of
a marijuana retailer;

(J) A cooperative must be located in the domicile of one of the
members. Only one cooperative may be located per property tax parcel;
and

(k) To obscure public view of the premises, outdoor marijuana
production must be enclosed by a sight obscure wall or fence at least
eight feet high.

(2) People who wish to form a cooperative must register the loca-
tion with the WSLCB. The Ilocation registered is the only location
where cooperative members may grow or process marijuana. To register a
cooperative a registered member must:

(a) Submit a completed Marijuana Cooperative Registration Form;

(b) Submit copies of each member®s recognition card;

(c) Submit a deed, lease, rental agreement, or other document es-
tablishing ownership or control to the property where the cooperative
is located. If the property is leased or rented, a sworn statement of
the property owner granting permission to engage in a cooperative must
also be submitted and must include a telephone number and address
where the owner can be contacted for verification;

(d) Submit a sketch outlining where the medical marijuana 1is
grown.

(3) WSLCB may inspect a cooperative between the hours of 8:00
a.m. and 8:00 p.m. unless otherwise agreed upon by cooperative mem-
bers.
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NEW SECTION

WAC 314-55-415 What are the recordkeeping and reporting require-
ments for cooperatives? (1) Marijuana cooperatives must keep records
that clearly reflect all activity, inventory, and conditions of the
cooperative. The following records must be kept in a format prescribed
by the WSLCB. All records must be maintained on the cooperative prem-
ises for a three-year period and must be made available for inspection
if requested by an employee of the WSLCB, the department of health,
the department of revenue, or local law enforcement.

(a) Cooperatives must maintain a plant log to track each marijua-
na plant from the time it enters the cooperative. At minimum, tracking
must include:

(i) Unique plant identification numbers for each plant at the co-
operative;

(i1) The date the plant was brought into the cooperative; and

(i11) The date the plant leaves the cooperative, including the
reason, (e.g., harvested, destroyed, or member left the cooperative).

(b) Cooperatives must maintain a log to track all harvested plant
material from time of harvest until all harvested material has been
dispersed. At minimum, tracking must include:

(i) A unique identification number for each harvest;

(i1) The total dry weight of harvested material;

(if1) The date quantities are removed from the harvested materi-

al;

(iv) The amount removed from the harvested material;

(v) The reason quantities are removed from the harvested material
(e.g., taken for use by qualifying patient, used for extraction,
etc.); and

(vi) The current weight of the harvested material.

(c) Cooperatives must maintain a log to track all extracts pro-
duced from the time they are produced until all extracted material has
been dispersed. At minimum, tracking must include:

(i) A unique i1dentification for the extract batch;

(i1) The date the extract batch was created;

(i11) The total initial weight of the extract batch;

(iv) ID number of the harvest the material used to make the ex-
tract came from;

(v) The weight of marijuana plant material used to create the
batch;

(vi) The date quantities are removed from the extract batch;

(vii) The quantity removed from the extract batch and reason; and

(viil) The current weight of the extract batch.

(2) Cooperatives must submit monthly activity report(s) to the
WSLCB. The required monthly reports must be:

(a) On an electronic system designated by the WSLCB;

(b) Filed every month, including months with no activity;

(c) Submitted to the WSLCB on or before the twentieth day of each
month, for the previous month. (For example, a report listing activity
for the month of January is due by February 20th.);

(d) Filed separately for each cooperative; and

(e) All records must be maintained and available for review for a
three-year period on licensed premises.
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NEW SECTION

WAC 314-55-430 Qualifying patient or designated provider extrac-
tion requirements. (1) Qualifying patients or designated providers,
including those participating In a cooperative, may extract or sepa-
rate the resin from marijuana using only the following noncombustible
methods:

(a) Heat, screens, presses, steam distillation, ice water, and
other methods without employing combustible solvents or gases to cre-
ate kief, hashish, or bubble hash;

(b) Dairy butter, cooking oils or fats derived from natural sour-
ces, or other home cooking substances;

(c) Food grade glycerin and propylene glycol solvent based ex-
traction;

(d) CO, may be used if used in a closed loop system as referenced
in WAC 314-55-104.

(2) Only food grade substances may be used in any stage of pro-
cessing.

(3) Use of combustible materials including, but not limited to,
butane, i1sobutane, propane, heptane, and ethanol is expressly forbid-
den.

(4) Resins extracted or separated from marijuana are for the per-
sonal use of the qualifying patient or cooperative members only.

WAC 314-55-505 What are the procedures for notifying a licensee
of an alleged violation of a ((Hguer—control-board)) WSLCB statute or
regulation? (1) When an enforcement officer believes that a licensee
has violated a ((beard)) WSLCB statute or regulation, the officer may
prepare an administrative violation notice (AVN) and mail or deliver
the notice to the licensee, licensee"s agent, or employee.

(2) The AVN notice will include:

(a) A complete narrative description of the violation(s) the of-
ficer is charging;

(b) The date(s) of the violation(s);

(c) A copy of the law(s) and/or regulation(s) allegedly violated;

(d) An outline of the licensee"s options as outlined in WAC
314-55-510; and

(e) The recommended penalty.

(i) If the recommended penalty is the standard penalty, see WAC
314-55-520 through 314-55-535 for licensees.

(i1) For cases iIn which there are aggravating or mitigating cir-
cumstances, the penalty may be adjusted from the standard penalty.
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AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 13-21-104, filed 10/21/13, effective
11/21713)

WAC 314-55-506 What is the process once the ((beard)) WSLCB sum-
marily suspends a marijuana license? (1) The ((beard)) WSLCB may sum-
marily suspend any license after the ((beard-s)) WSLCB"s enforcement
division has completed a preliminary staff investigation of the viola-
tion and upon a determination that immediate cessation of the licensed
activities Is necessary for the protection or preservation of the pub-
lic health, safety, or welfare.

(2) Suspension of any license under this provision shall take ef-
fect i1mmediately upon personal service on the licensee or employee
thereof of the summary suspension order unless otherwise provided in
the order.

(3) When a license has been summarily suspended by the ((beard))
WSLCB, an adjudicative proceeding for revocation or other action must
be promptly iInstituted before an administrative law judge assigned by
the office of administrative hearings. If a request for an administra-
tive hearing is timely filed by the licensee or permit holder, then a
hearing shall be held within ninety days of the effective date of the
summary suspension ordered by the ((beard)) WSLCB.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 13-21-104, filed 10/21/13, effective
11/21713)

WAC 314-55-507 How may a licensee challenge the summary suspen-
sion of his or her marijuana license? (1) Upon summary suspension of
a license by the ((beard)) WSLCB pursuant to WAC 314-55-506, an affec-
ted licensee may petition the ((beard)) WSLCB for a stay of suspension
pursuant to RCW 34.05.467 and 34.05.550(1). A petition for a stay of
suspension must be received by the ((beard)) WSLCB within fifteen days
of service of the summary suspension order. The petition for stay
shall state the basis on which the stay is sought.

(2) A hearing shall be held before an administrative law judge
within fourteen days of receipt of a timely petition for stay. The
hearing shall be limited to consideration of whether a stay should be
granted, or whether the terms of the suspension may be modified to al-
low the conduct of limited activities under current licenses or per-
mits.

(3) Any hearing conducted pursuant to subsection (2) of this sec-
tion shall be a brief adjudicative proceeding under RCW 34.05.485. The
agency record for the hearing shall consist of the documentary infor-
mation upon which the summary suspension was based. The licensee or
permit holder shall have the burden of demonstrating by clear and con-
vincing evidence that:

(a) The licensee is likely to prevail upon the merits at hearing;

(b) Without relief, the licensee will suffer irreparable injury.
For purposes of this section, elimination of income from licensed ac-
tivities shall not be deemed irreparable Injury;

(c) The grant of relief will not substantially harm other parties
to the proceedings; and

(d) The threat to the public health, safety, or welfare is not
sufficiently serious to justify continuation of the suspension, or
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that modification of the terms of the suspension will adequately pro-
tect the public interest.

(4) The initial order on stay shall be effective iImmediately upon
service unless another date is specified in the order.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 13-21-104, filed 10/21/13, effective
11/21713)

WAC 314-55-508 Review of orders on stay. (1) The licensee, or
agency, may petition the ((beard)) WSLCB for review of an initial or-
der on stay. Any petition for review must be iIn writing and received
by the ((beard)) WSLCB within ten days of service of the initial or-
der. IT neither party has requested review within ten days of service,
the initial order shall be deemed the final order of the ((beard))
WSLCB for purposes of RCW 34.05.467.

(2) If the ((board)) WSLCB receives a timely petition for review,
the ((beard)) WSLCB shall consider the petition within fifteen days of
service of the petition for review. Consideration on review shall be
limited to the record of the hearing on stay.

(3) The order of the ((beard)) WSLCB on the petition for review
shall be effective upon personal service unless another date is speci-
fied in the order and is final pursuant to RCW 34.05.467. Final dispo-
sition of the petition for stay shall not affect subsequent adminis-
trative proceedings for suspension or revocation of a license.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 15-11-107, filed 5/20/15, effective

WAC 314-55-510 What options does a licensee have once he/she re-
ceives a notice of an administrative violation? (1) A licensee has
twenty days from receipt of the notice to:

(a) Accept the recommended penalty; or

(b) Request a settlement conference in writing; or

(c) Request an administrative hearing in writing.

A response must be submitted on a form provided by the agency.

(2) What happens if a licensee does not respond to the adminis-
trative violation notice within twenty days?

(a) If a licensee does not respond to the administrative viola-
tion notice within twenty days, the recommended suspension or invento-
ry destruction penalty will go into effect.

(b) If the penalty does not include a suspension or inventory de-
struction, the licensee must pay a twenty-five percent late fee iIn ad-
dition to the recommended penalty. The recommended penalty plus the
late fee must be received within thirty days of the violation notice
issue date.

(3) What are the procedures when a licensee requests a settlement
conference?

(a) ITf the licensee requests a settlement conference, the hearing
examiner or designee will contact the licensee to discuss the viola-
tion.
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(b) Both the licensee and the hearing examiner or designee will
discuss the circumstances surrounding the charge, the recommended pen-
alty, and any aggravating or mitigating factors.

(c) ITf a compromise is reached, the hearing examiner or designee
will prepare a compromise settlement agreement. The hearing examiner
or designee will forward the compromise settlement agreement, author-
ized by both parties, to the ((beard)) WSLCB, or designee, for appro-
val.

(i) 1T the ((boeard)) WSLCB, or designee, approves the compromise,
a copy of the signed settlement agreement will be sent to the licensee
and will become part of the licensing history.

(i1) If the ((beard)) WSLCB, or designee, does not approve the
compromise, the licensee will be notified of the decision. The licen-
see will be given the option to renegotiate with the hearings examiner
or designee, of accepting the originally recommended penalty, or of
requesting an administrative hearing on the charges.

(d) If the licensee and the hearing examiner or designee cannot
reach agreement on a settlement proposal, the licensee may accept the
originally recommended penalty, or the hearing examiner or designee
will forward a request for an administrative hearing to the
((board=s)) WSLCB"s hearings coordinator.

(4) What is the process for nonpayment of monetary penalty?

(a) When a licensee fails to submit payment of monetary fine pro-
ceeding provisions to collect shall take effect immediately or other
action such as revocation will be instituted as deemed appropriate by
the ((board)) WSLCB.

(b) An attempt to advise the debtor of the existence of the debt,
and twenty-five percent late fee per subsection (2)(b) of this section
will be made notifying that the debt may be assigned to a collection
agency for collection if the debt is not paid, and at least thirty
days have elapsed from the time notice was attempted.

WAC 314-55-515 What are the penalties if a marijuana license
holder violates a marijuana law or rule? (1) The purpose of WAC
314-55-515 through 314-55-540 is to outline what penalty a marijuana
licensee can expect if a licensee or employee violates a ((Hguer—con—
trol—boeard)) WSLCB law or rule. (WAC rules listed in the categories
provide reference areas, and may not be all inclusive. Any violation
not listed in WAC 314-55-515 through 314-55-540 will be assessed fol-
lowing penalty progression of the license type group associated with
the class of license.)

(2) Penalties for violations by marijuana licensees or employees
are broken down into four categories:

(a) Group One—Public safety violations, WAC 314-55-520.

(b) Group Two—Regulatory violations, WAC 314-55-525.

WAC 314-55-540 Information about marijuana license suspensions.
(1) On the date a marijuana license suspension goes into effect, a
((Hguer—control)) WSLCB enforcement officer will post a suspension
notice In a conspicuous place on or about the licensed premises. This
notice will state that the license has been suspended by order of the
((Hguer—controlboard)) WSLCB due to a violation of a ((beard)) WSLCB
law or rule.

(2) During the period of marijuana license suspension, the licen-
see and employees:

(a) Are required to maintain compliance with all applicable mari-
juana laws and rules;

(b) May not remove, alter, or cover the posted suspension notice,
and may not permit another person to do so;

(c) May not place or permit the placement of any statement on the
licensed premises indicating that the premises have been closed for
any reason other than as stated in the suspension notice;

(d) May not advertise by any means that the licensed premises 1is
closed for any reason other than as stated in the ((Hguer—control
boeard-s)) WSLCB"s suspension notice.

(3) During the period of marijuana license suspension:

(a) A marijuana ((retaHler—or—marijdyana—processor)) licensee may
not operate his/her business ((during—the—dates—and—times—of suspen—
sion)).
